After School Study Covid 19 Guidelines

After School Study will follow the ACS Covid 19 Policy Protocols.

In particular, parents and students should note the following:
Protocol in Study rooms (GP & RA01/02) for Teachers and Students on entering/leaving a classroom:

Students make their way to their assigned seat in study and do not congregate on the corridors. Students may go outside for the short break between end of school time and the start of study (20 mins). Please see brochure for daily start and end times.
Teachers and students sanitise hands on entering classroom.
Take a wipe from the bucket of wipes & wipe down desk and chair/stool. 
Leave wipe on desk until end of study.

At end of study, take used wipe from desk and place in wipes bin provided.
Protocol for Wearing Masks:

All students are required to wear a reusable mask in After School Study.

If a student is wearing a visor, this will be due to a medical condition and Tutor/Yr. Head will inform staff.

A student’s mask should have no logos/expletives. A mask can be plain /patterned.

Students are encouraged to have a spare mask in their schoolbag and a zip lock bag to place mask in.
A student refusing to wear a mask will not be allowed to attend study.

Attendance register
Attendance registers for all study classes will be kept and students’ journal will be stamped daily.
In the event of a student being unwell during study they will be escorted to an isolation room and parents contacted immediately.
